Public notice was placed in local newspaper on Tuesday, October 1, 2019 announcing the
selected projects for 2019. The current anticipated amount for Mahoning Township for the
FY2019 is $76,537.00 in project costs and $16,800.00 in administrative costs, with a total grant
of $93,337.00. The project selected for FY2019 is street improvements to Center Road
(Mahoning Street to Maple Drive). Future CDBG funds will also be used to reconstruct other
portions of Center Road. A demographic survey was complete to qualify this project, and it will
benefit low to moderate income people.
