CALL TO ORDER:

CDBG PUBLIC HEARING:
David Bodnar, Carbon County Office of Planning and Development present for first public hearing CDBG fiscal year 2018.  The purpose is to receive input and comments by citizens for the use of CDBG funds. In 2017 the township chose to reconstruct repave Pine and Douglas Streets. An income survey was completed to qualify this project and it will benefit 54% LMI residents in the project area.  Unused portion of 2016 funds will also be used toward this project.  For fiscal year 2018 Mahoning Township will receive approximately $85,556 ($15,220 for administration and $69,336 for project implementation).  Funds will be sued for selected projects in the township.  Asked if they’re any questions.  None
PUBLIC COMMENT: 
Jake Arner: Two comments, there is a mis statement by PennDOT engineer. PennDOT requires the detours to be over PennDOT’s roads and the matter is the detours can be over township roads. However, they have to ask the township for approval.  By doing so if the excess traffic would beat up township roads, the township would ask them to help with that and that’s what I’m asking of PennDOT.  90% of the traffic is going to go up and over Flagstaff Road. My reason for coming here tonight, is it looks like were going to a condemnation. In my request for reimbursement for a condemnation I am going to ask PennDOT for a contribution to Mahoning Township toward Flagstaff Road and I would only appreciate your support saying that perhaps the township believes that some of the traffic will go over Flagstaff Road and will have a waring affect on Flagstaff Road.  The second reason I am here is I asked PennDOT if they would consider expanding their easement.  Currently I am expecting to receive NPDES permit issued any day and it makes things simpler and I asked PennDOT if they can wait for the issued permit.  They will not, so I asked them if they can increase their slope easement.  Will the township allow me to expand PennDOT slope easement a little bit further total of less than an acre, beyond their current easement?  The total amount included in the slope easement is 1.4 acres, so I think the difference is point six of an acre beyond that.  Any way without having to change my plan with the township, that is what I ask. So, two things: Will the township join me in asking for Flagstaff Road contribution and secondly will the township allow me to give them a slope easement.
