
MAHONING TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS MEETING

MINUTES


April 6, 2016

CALL TO ORDER:
John Wieczorek called the meeting to order at 6:00 pm at the Mahoning Township Building, 2685 Mahoning Drive East, Lehighton, PA 18235

PUBLIC HEARING: Community Development Block Grant:  Jennifer Hunsicker and Ryan Richards were present from the county.  The purpose of the public hearing is to receive input and comments by citizens for the use of CDBG 2016 funds and prior use of CDBG funds for Mahoning Township.  For funding year 2015 the township chose to reconstruct repave center road from Mahoning Street to Maple Drive.  This project is estimated to cost $112,167 and benefits residents on and around Center Road.  A survey is underway to qualify this project.  For FY 2016, Mahoning Township will receive approximately $84,076.00. $15,133.00 for administration and $68,943.00 for project implementation.  Funds will be used for selected projects in the township.  Please note the funding amounts are approximate.  We have not yet received amounts from DCED.  Schedules: Pre applications are due by Friday, May 6, 2016 anticipating the second public hearing being held in September 2016.  It is anticipated that formal applications will be submitted to DCED in October November 2016.  There were no questions from the public.  
Bruce Steigerwalt questioned Rexs Road Bridge and the archeological barrier on site.  Ryan Richards had nothing from the state at this time.

PUBLIC COMMENT: 
Victor Leidy 1744 Orioles Drive Lehighton: Questions about the Cable Franchise Tax.  Why do we have a cable franchise tax? Response: Blue Ridge is using our townships right of ways, they are using our property.   Mr. Leidy does not think it’s a fair tax.  Questioned if Dish and Direct pay.  Response: No because they are satellite. 
Salvatore Melo and Anthony Roberti, Attorney.  Sal owns what was the Ebbert farm on Mill Road.  He would like to put a house on this farm.  He currently farms the land.  Prior to purchasing the property there was an approved septic location.  He wants to build a home south of there.   He wants to install a gravity fed system.  Reservations about the access of this property.  Supervisor Steigerwalt noted that Sal Melo agreed to an agriculture use lot, there was no planning module done at that time and now you’re coming back and asking for access and permission to put a home on this property. Sal replied with that it is his intent to prepare a planning module to send off to DEP.  Our next hurdle is access to the property.  He believes the building permit ordinance does not apply to this property.  In order to get a building permit conditions must be met, perc test, zoning setbacks and encroachment permit.  A building permit was issued in 2008 to a Bauder.  How come they did not need a HOP? His intent is to apply for a building permit and if refused based on the condition of needing a HOP.  I will have to pursue legal action.
