Tentative Adoption of the 2012 Budget (Proposed Budget for fiscal year 2012 was advertised and made available for public inspection on November 21, 2011. The Board met on October 20 and November 17 for budget workshops.  The plan reflects a General Fund totaling $1,260,782.00, no tax increase needed to fund this amount.  The Board reviewed all accounts and voted upon an increase for the Road Machinery and Fire Co Funds.  Total 2012 milage of 4.25 mils.  3.25 mils General Fund, .50 Road Machinery Fund and .50 Fire Co Fund. Total budget all funds $2,301,851.00.
