CALL TO ORDER:

FIRST PUBLIC HEARING & REVISION TO PUBLIC HEARING CDBG FY 2012 & 2013

Judy Borger, Carbon County Office of Planning and Development conducted a revision of Public Hearing for purpose to provide the public with an opportunity to comment on the use of 2012 CDBG funds for Mahoning Township.  Mahoning Township was awarded $46,444 in 2011 to use to resurface Beaver Street.  Both eligibility and fundability have been met.  Mahoning Township became eligible to be an entitlement community beginning in 2012.  The township will receive $67,427 in 2012 CDBG funds for an eligible and fundable project.  The township would like to use 2012 funding to resurface Westside Road.  By suggestion of the county we waited until March of 2013 to precede with the Beaver Street project, we could use 2011 and 2012 CDBG funding and fully fund both the upper and lower portions of the project.  Only a portion of our 2012 funds would be needed to fully fund the Beaver Street project.  The township would like to use $39,556 from 2012 funds toward Beaver Street improvement project, which allows $27,871 remaining in the Westside Drive Street improvement project.  A survey will be needed for eligibility.  
First Public Hearing was held for fiscal year 2013 CDBG funding.  Mahoning Township will receive approximately $82,227.  $14,800 for administration and $67,427 for project implementation.  Funds will be used for selected projects in the township.  Pre applications are due by March 1, 2013.  Second public hearing will be held in April or May and formal applications will be submitted to DCED in May or June of 2013.
