PENNDOT PROJECT ROUTE 209 ROCKSLIDE

Presentation of the SR 209 Rock Slide Mitigation Project, presentation is to provide information regarding the project status, project need and anticipated schedule.  PennDOT and Gannett Flemming were on hand to answer questions. Four-six-month project, M-F, 8:30-4:30, no paving is part of this project, clearing some lumber, taking down loose rock, rock bolt, anchors and steel mesh.  Robert Slaw asked why no guiderails? Response of driving guiderail posts may cause more damage. Bruce Steigerwalt asked if the pipes exist and how far does the water go down. They are putting it back the way it is. 
PUBLIC COMMENT: 
Randy Hill: 634 Breezewood Road: What are we going to do with Breezewood Road? This winter has created ruts, there’s a huge ditch on hill.  Its clay and it’s been this way since I lived there.  I have business customers that can’t make it up Breezewood, UPS can’t make delivery.  Franklin Ruch shared that we follow the dirt and gravel road maintenance.  We will take care of it, however there is no funding for black top.  Robert Slaw said perhaps throw ballast into stabilize it.  Nevin Frey said we can’t dig 6-8 feet of clay out. Perhaps have Penn State come in and give some recommendations. It is a cost share and unfortunately, Breezewood is on the bottom of the list.  Robert Slaw can we throw shale down and roll it.  The township has no shale. Nevin Frey will contact Penn State and see if they will come and give some recommendations and at least fix the ditch on side of hill. It’s not just your road its all our dirt roads.
