NEW BUSINESS:

Recommendations made by the Mahoning Township Planning Commission regarding Waiver Requests for Summit Ridge Subdivision

· Planning Commission recommend to the Board of Supervisors to grant a waiver from Section 99-11. A (2) for side lots to be set to right angles of street line. 

MOTION: Bruce Steigerwalt made a motion to grant waiver from section 99-11. A (2) from side lots to be set to right angles of street line.  Seconded by Robert Slaw.  Franklin Ruch, yes; John Wieczorek, yes; Bruce Steigerwalt, yes; Robert Slaw, yes and Myron Blahy, yes 5-0 vote.  Motion carried. 
· Planning Commission recommend to the Board of Supervisors to grant a waiver from Section 99-17. A (1) to allow construction of existing roadways with minimum four-foot shoulders as per township standards.  All unimproved shall be six-foot shoulders and meet township standards.  

Bruce Steigerwalt noted that in this case there are existing homes in Summit Ridge and we want to minimize the impact to the homeowners. All shoulders will be constructed with ¾ of an inch/ft  slope and stabilized with a bituminous treatment. Robert Slaw commented he personally does not like this because every other developer can come back and ask for the same. Franklin Ruch shared they can ask, but its case by case. Bruce noting the reason for the waiver request recommendation is in this case not necessarily in other cases there are existing houses that are constructed with lawns installed based upon shoulders that are out there.  If another developer comes in and asks to go down to four feet and if there were existing houses, I would give the same consideration. If a developer asks just for the fact to go down to four feet and there are no houses or anything else established there I am not in favor of granting.  In this case final approval was granted in 2007 and they have established lawns to the shoulder.  To go back and expand those shoulders would be a detriment to those properties out there. A hardship to the properties owners. 
MOTION: Bruce Steigerwalt made a motion to grant waiver from Section 99-17. A (1) allow existing roadways in Summit Ridge will have a four-foot minimum shoulders and the rest of the work on the shoulders will be per township standards.  Only deviation per township standards for existing roads only is the width of shoulders.  All unimproved roadway shoulders shall be six-foot and constructed to the township standards.  Seconded by Franklin Ruch.  Franklin Ruch, yes; John Wieczorek, yes; Bruce Steigerwalt, yes; Robert Slaw, yes and Myron Blahy, yes 5-0 vote.  Motion carried.
