Subdivision and Land Development 

Recreation fees must be paid ($300.00)

1. Section 99-10.F Stormwater Management the following notes must be added to the plan:

· Driveways shall be sloped and graded to ensure that runoff enters the proposed infiltration trenches. 

· All runoff from the building shall be directed to the proposed infiltration trenches, via roof leader piping or surface swales.  

· Driveway cross pipe location and installation details will be further reviewed and the driveway permit stage may need to be modified.  Areas both up and downstream of the pipe shall be graded as needed to create a smooth transition of existing roadside drainage flows. 

· Proposed driveway cross pipe and infiltration trenches shall be owned and maintained by the individual lot owner.  

· A preconstruction meeting is required prior to the start of construction to review the driveway and stormwater construction aspects of the project.  The owner shall be responsible for all costs associated with said meeting, along with required inspections through the construction process. 

2. Details should be clarified: An inspection port should be added to the infiltration trench detail.  Dimensions should be provided for the proposed diversion swale on lot #2.  The rip rap detail on sheet D2 needs the appropriate apron sizing information.  

3. The plan must be signed and notarized

4. Planning module and non building waiver for lot #2 approvals from DEP.

5. All engineering fees must be paid

6. Mylar

7. Send letter the correcting the rear lot line form 25 feet to 60 feet on lot #2 the western side of the lot.
