Fritz Valley Road Bridge Construction (Requesting permission to close Willow Drive during Fritz Valley Road Bridge Construction)
Construction of the bridge will require a full detour. The western end of this detour includes a tight turn at the intersection of Fritz Valley Road (SR 3001) and Church Hill Road (SR 3003). Trucks are not able to negotiate this turn. There is a one-lane road (noted as Willow Drive) just south of the intersection that is open but we are recommending its closure during the detour. Discussion at our last meeting to vacate that road.  The road is about 250 feet. The start point is we need some sort of map.
