CDBG PUBLIC HEARING

David Bodnar and Jennifer Hunsicker, Carbon County Office of Planning were present for the purpose of public hearing to receive input and comments by citizens for use of the CDBG 2015 funds for Mahoning Township.  For year 2015 Mahoning Township will receive approximately $84237.00.  $15162.00 for administration and $69,075.00 for project implementation.  Funds will be used for selected projects in the township.  Note the funding amounts are approximate.  The county has not received amounts from DCED as of yet.  The CDBG program is to fulfill three objectives: Primarily to benefit low to moderate income people 51% or more of the people in a project area must be low to moderate income.  Address slums or blight.  Meets a particular urgent community development need.  No project will be undertaken that will cause displacement of any individuals.  Eligible activities include.  Public facilities and improvements to parks, recreation facilities, parking facilities street improvements, ADA handi cap corners, water sewer improvements flood and drainage facilities clearance and demolition.  
Requests for projects must be made by the municipality utilizing the pre application from furnished by our office. Schedules pre applications are due by Friday, June 12, 2015.  We anticipate the second public hearing being held in September 2015.  It is anticipated that formal applications will be submitted to DCED in September/October of 2015.  Questions if we can use block grant monies for municipal building if it is used for voting. Wondering if we can continue forward in Meadowcrest area.
