Bruce Steigerwalt Request of Easement on Center Road to Run a Sewer Line
Bruce Steigerwalt was present on behalf of Lehighton Borough.  They are in the process of preparing plans and specifications to do some sewer work in the borough.  One of the projects is to place a sewer line on East Side Avenue in the Meadowcrest area in the Borough and to get to our sewer line that runs along Mahoning Street to our pump station on Mahoning Street we need to construct a sewer line down Center Road. It will run along the east side of the street to get access to the 8 inch sewer line that is on the south side of Mahoning Street.  The borough is requesting easement to construct a sewer line up along the upper eastern curb line of Center Road.   I extended the easement up to a drill hole that sits on the corner further above East Side Avenue; because eventually there will  be curbing.  The easement area will be 4,533 square feet.  So basically; we are requesting an easement and then we will be restoring the street probably in better shape than it is in now. Trench restoration will include six inch sub base, four and half inch base course and an inch and a half of wearing. George Stawnyczyj requested of one lane road restoration to the center line.
