
MAHONING TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS MEETING

MINUTES


May 24, 2017


CALL TO ORDER:
Franklin Ruch called the meeting to order at 6:00 PM at the Mahoning Township Building, 2685 Mahoning Drive East, Lehighton, PA 18235

Franklin Ruch announced that there was an executive session prior to the start of the meeting to discuss personnel issues. 
CDBG Public Hearing: David Bodnar, Director Carbon County Office of Planning and Development conducted public hearing to receive input and comments by citizens for the use of CDBG 2017 funds and prior use of CDBG funds.  For funding year 2016 the township chose to reconstruct repave Pine and Douglas Streets.  A survey was complete to qualify this project and will benefit 55.46% LMI residents in this project area.  $70,042 from FY2016 will be used toward this project. For FY-2017, Mahoning Township will receive approximately $85,416.00, ($15,374.00 for administration and $70,042.00 for project implementation).  Funds will be used for selected projects in the township.  Please note the funding amounts are approximate.  We have not yet received amounts from DCED. The CDBG Program is to fulfill three objectives, primarily to benefit low to moderate income people (LMI) 51% or more of the people in a project area must be low to moderate income.  Address slums or blight.  Meets a particular urgent community development need.  No project will be undertaken that will cause displacement of any individuals. Requests for projects must be made by the municipality utilizing the pre-application form furnished by the county office.  Pre-applications are due June 2, 2017.  We anticipate the second public hearing being held in September 2017.  It is anticipated that formal applications will be submitted to DCED in November / December of 2017.  There was no citizen input.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Road Committee

· MOTION: Bruce Steigerwalt made a motion to ratify the action of replacing springs on Ford F250 pickup truck.  Seconded by John Wieczorek.  John Wieczorek, yes; Franklin Ruch, yes; Bruce Steigerwalt, yes and Robert Slaw, yes 4-0 vote Motion carried. 

· Potential issue with wheel bearing on Ford F250.  Nevin is to follow thru with estimates from Polk’s and Fritz. 

· Manual tarp on Peterbilt truck is dry rotted and torn.  In order to haul asphalt or sand it must be tarped.  Price from EM Kutz to purchase tarp system at a cost of $2479.00.  

MOTION: Bruce Steigerwalt made a motion to purchase tarp from EM Kutz at a cost of                 $2479.00.  Seconded by Franklin Ruch. John Wieczorek, yes; Franklin Ruch, yes; Bruce Steigerwalt, yes and Robert Slaw, yes 4-0 vote Motion carried. 
· There is a roof leak on the new building.  Nevin is to contact Penn State Construction and have come down and see where it’s leaking, they may honor their work.  The roof is only five years old. 
· Rohach Road pipe issue.  The pipe that was installed in 2013 is blocked.  If this coming winter it’s going to create an issue, why not get ahead of it.  Nevin says there is no standing water.  If it’s not causing a problem why unblock. Write a letter to Mr. Luciew informing the Board of Supervisors discussed it and per oral agreement the pipe is yours and you will maintain it.  

· The ongoing issue of a blocked pipe and drainage problem on Westside Road. There is a new resident residing there. Nevin will start informal with a knock-on door advising of issue.  

· Recycling Event is upcoming and there is an issue where we collected televisions and now their smashed.   Nevin offered bringing his skid loader down to help load collected tv’s and questioning if the township should pay him for his time. 
MOTION: Bruce Steigerwalt made a motion to pay two hours of time to Nevin Frey for assisting on June 14, 2017.  Seconded by John Wieczorek.  John Wieczorek, yes; Franklin Ruch, yes; Bruce Steigerwalt, yes and Robert Slaw, yes 4-0 vote Motion carried. 
· Barriers for Willow Drive.  The township will purchase two 6ft barricades to place in front of bridge, paint safety yellow.  

· Light duty for injured road crew member, the township received a notice that he is able to return to work with restrictions on light duty.  However, the township doesn’t have 40 hours of light duty work a week and he has a restriction of no lifting over 20 pounds.  

MOTION: Franklin Ruch made a motion no returning to work until fully released for Robert Kern. Seconded by Bruce Steigerwalt.  Franklin Ruch, yes; John Wieczorek, yes; Bruce Steigerwalt, yes and Robert Slaw 4-0 vote.  Motion carried.   

Police Committee:

John Wieczorek shared nothing to report, we need to arrange to meet.  Audie Mertz, Chief advised that we received a grant for $2000.00 from Walmart and would like to purchase two portable radios.
COPS Grant period is open for hiring an officer, will pay three-year percentage of wages for a police officer.  Audie Mertz, Chief asked if he should complete the application, the deadline is June 25, 2017 for filing.  The application needs to be Board approved. Given an ok to start the application.

Drug Task Force: Franklin Ruch asked the Board that between now and next meeting jot down questions regarding Drug Task Force.  We don’t have to go full tilt, however if you are reading the papers and watching the news there has been a lot going on in our area.  I had a few residents comment on the drug problem in our area.  

Franklin Ruch shared with Mark Ebbert information of upcoming recycling event and if he can make sure that there is fire police assistance. 

SAFETY COMMITTEE: Discussed old business topic with Mark Ebbert at this time.  Your department heads and administration are a good place to start.  If there are any Ambulance Company volunteers running (not paid) we will need a volunteer.  All meetings must be documented with minutes.  Discussion at meeting would be has there been any safety issues or incidents review the facts and conditions behind the incident.  Because we are a small work group we are looking at the incidents as a perspective of the organization as a group.  If no incidents to discuss then you should be proactive not reactive.  Fourth or fifth meeting the members would need to be trained to become state certified.  Scott Miles would come in and provide training.  Thru safety committee we can recommend policies and procedures, offer employee wellness with CPR training for all road workers.
