KIA Development Agreement and Letter of Credit

Waiting on name of bank to see who is issuing the letter of credit and to insert such bank within the developer’s agreement.  Need to address Attorney Schwab’s question of that the letter of credit would be sufficient to guarantee the installation of the landscaping in accordance with the zoning ordinance, we would not require the developer to install landscaping in accordance with the zoning ordinance unless the Zoning Hearing Boards decision is reversed. If the developer continues with the project while the appeal is pending the developer proceeds at this own risk.  Question of if there has been an appeal to the most recent zoning decision.  Zoning’s interpretation was that the screening is not needed along 443.  Following Attorney Pavlack’s other property in Jamestown that has no screening for storage of vehicles.
