COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Road Committee
Bruce Steigerwalt and John Wieczorek met with Nevin Frey and discussed bringing in Barry Fisher and Christopher Moses seasonal road department employees to get Barry acclimated with the big trucks and updated on equipment and familiarize Christopher with the snow plow routes.  

Bruce Steigerwalt made a motion to approve bringing in Barry Fisher (for three hours) and Christopher Moses (for two hours) to update on equipment and get familiar with routes.  Seconded by John Wieczorek.  John Wieczorek, yes; Franklin Ruch, yes; Bruce Steigerwalt, yes; Brian Reeser, yes and Robert Slaw, yes 5-0 motion carried.  
John Deere mower issues with tensioning springs on drive pulley system.  

Bruce Steigerwalt made a motion to authorize Nevin Frey to see if Hermit Kistler or Deer Country can work on our model and repair it.  Seconded by Franklin Ruch.  John Wieczorek, yes; Franklin Ruch, yes; Bruce Steigerwalt, yes; Brian Reeser, yes and Robert Slaw, yes 5-0 vote Motion carried.  

Nevin got an estimate for the rental of a bucket truck and chipper for tree branch trimming.  We should start this year, there is $4300 left in the budget portion of roads.  Bruce Steigerwalt would be in favor of renting a bucket truck and chipper in mid-December weather permitting.  It’s good to get a jump on it now, in order to do different sections on a rotating basis.  Question of if it affects our workers comp insurance. Office will reach out to insurance carrier.  
Bruce Steigerwalt made a motion to authorize Nevin Frey to rent a bucket truck and chipper based upon availability and manpower.  Seconded by Franklin Ruch.  John Wieczorek, yes; Franklin Ruch, yes; Bruce Steigerwalt, yes; Brian Reeser, yes and Robert Slaw, yes 5-0 motion carried.  Check into borrowing a harness from Lehighton Borough.  

Discussion took place regarding in the absence of Nevin Frey, Roadmaster whom do we place in charge.

Bruce Steigerwalt made a motion to offer in Nevin Frey’s absence a $1.50 premium and offer to the most senior qualified.  Seconded by Franklin Ruch.  John Wieczorek, no; Franklin Ruch, yes; Bruce Steigerwalt, yes; Brian Reeser, yes and Robert Slaw, yes 4-1 motion carried.  

John Wieczorek made three calls to Powell with no return call back.  Wanted them to come in and evaluate our paver.  John will reach out again and ask about renting.  

Police Committee

Audie shared that he would like to purchase a portable radio at a cost of $898.50 plus a radio holder.
