CALL TO ORDER:

John Wieczorek called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. at the Mahoning Township Building, 2685 Mahoning Drive East, Lehighton, PA 18235

PUBLIC COMMENT:

Skip Schneider, CEI Engineering was present on behalf of SuperWalmart to discuss the issue of dedication of property on the right of way along Route 443 for PennDOT. There are discrepancies between the recorded subdivision and the right of way plans.  The deeds for the two right away parcels actually match the right away drawings that PennDOT has in Harrisburg; but do not match the subdivision plan on file.  We subdivided two extra square feet on one piece of property and sixteen more square feet than necessary on the other.  We actually subdivided too much. Skip Schneider is asking the Boards input on a solution.  Skip Schneider suggests by resubmitting supplements to the existing subdivision plans; in order to correct the properties; so we don’t have two extra square feet and sixteen extra square feet out there that are essentially deeded to the township on paper.  Is this reasonable?  Is this something the board will entertain? Advised to submit a supplement to the subdivision plan that was previously filed and to submit to the county and township planning commissions for review and then ultimately to the board for approval.  John Wieczorek questioned if Walmart will be responsible for professional fees incurred.  Skip Schneider advised yes. Bruce Steigerwalt added that the deed calls for concrete monuments and there is nothing set out there.   
Bruce Steigerwalt, 102 Manor Lane Lehighton questioned Skip Schneider.  Have the hydrants been tested for adequate flow? The intersection to date is not ADA compliant.  How long will the jersey barriers are in place?  Extremely dangerous!  Skip responded that the Lehighton Water Authority will test the hydrants; there is good water pressure and good flow.  The handicap ramps don’t interfere with traffic. It’s a punch list item; but will be completed.  The jersey barriers will be in place for two to three weeks.   Bruce Steigerwalt questioned the Board about an email he received in regards to airport zoning hazard ordinance.  Are we going to have to develop such ordinance and who is going to enforce it?
