Proposed 2014 Budget

Discussion took place with regards to the proposed 2014 budget.  John Wieczorek asked for consideration to the bottom line number for changes to the proposed budget.  Changes were: increase in account number #362.100 by $3000; increase in account #410.195 by $3000 to reflect aggressive driving grant 
Increasing contributions #452.510 in the amount of $1700 total; #456.520 in the amount of $1000 total ; #458.000 in the amount of $750 total and #459.110 to $500 and decreasing #494.000 to $22,666.
