PUBLIC HEARING- CDBG MODIFICATION OF FUNDS

David Bodnar, Carbon County Director of Planning present for public hearing for CDBG 2015 modification of funds.  The purpose of this public hearing is to provide the public with an opportunity to comment on modifying CDBG 2015 funds for Mahoning Township.  A public notice was placed in the local newspaper on September 28, 2016 announcing modification.  Mahoning Township would like to move $68,943.00 from Street Improvements Center Road (Mahoning Street to Maple Drive) to street improvements Rex Road Bridge Reconstruction. Reconstruction of Rex Road Bridge is an approved project for funding year 2014 ($69,075.00) Using funds from fiscal year 2014 and fiscal year 2015 will provide $138,018.00 to complete this project.  The selected project will benefit low to moderate income persons.  David asked if there were any questions or comments regarding the above.  There were no questions.  

PUBLIC COMMENT: 
Joseph Fittos, Lansford: President of the Fraternal Order of Police Lodge 13. There are talks to disband your police force and join with Lehighton Borough.  You cannot contract with Lehighton Borough or any other department, you can only get the state police.  If you do try to this the FOP will be filing in court to fight it. 
Jack Soberick, Lansford: Secretary of the Fraternal Order of Police Lodge 13.  You will be doing a disservice to the residents of the township and a step backward.  He understands that everyone is strapped financially and the state police are fantastic and provide us support however they cannot enforce any ordinances.  The Fraternal Order of Police are obligated to fight for the rights of your officers to the greatest extent that we have.  
Leroy Leibenguth, Lehighton: Since Fredericks Grove Road is patched it’s a speedway.  There is water running alongside the road that the drain won’t take all water during storms.  It is going to freeze this winter. Is there any way we can lower the speed to 35 mph. 
Ashley, Channel 13 News: Questioning the decision to disband and the reason.  John Wieczorek commented about 2-3 years ago we were shorthanded and reached out to Lehighton Borough for help, nothing happened.  In the meantime Franklin Township requested help from the Borough.  The Borough scheduled a meeting with both Franklin Township and Mahoning Township to discuss contracted services.  The Borough needed to investigate further into municipalities that already have contracted services. A meeting is expected after Lehighton explores the matter.
