Motion to Advertise to Receive Bids for Road Materials and Fuels
MOTION
Franklin Ruch made a motion to advertise to receive bids for road materials and fuels.  Seconded by John Wieczorek.  John Wieczorek, yes; Bruce Steigerwalt, yes; Franklin Ruch, yes and Shawn Haggerty, yes 4-0 vote motion carried.    Increase the base and wearing course quantities by three hundred ton.  
Prime Group (letter regarding Springdale Estates and recycling)
Bruce Steigerwalt made a motion to send letter to Prime Group.  Seconded by Shawn Haggerty.   John Wieczorek, yes; Bruce Steigerwalt, yes; Franklin Ruch, yes and Shawn Haggerty, yes 4-0 vote motion carried.    
LTL, Peter Eisenbrown (2 scope/cost outlines Rex Bridge and Westside and Center Road)
Bruce Steigerwalt shared that he and Ron Reeser met with Peter Eisenbrown to review and discuss the proposed 2014 road project using CDBG funds.  They did a site visit into the Meadowbrook area.   Peter provided the township a proposed scope of work and professional services cost estimate to do this project.  Hoping to get work done in anticipation of filling out CDBG application for Westside and Center Road.  Scale it down to the area that we have funds available, use the 2012 monies on a project this year.  We need to get the county working on the environmental.   In addition, Bruce shared latest PennDOT bridge report for Rexs Road Bridge with Peter.  Possible options were discussed of repairing the bridge.

Prepare the design portion of the Westside Road 2014 road project and hold off on construction until we know the scope.   Seconded by Franklin Ruch. Bruce Steigerwalt filled out the application for 2014 CDBG Project and shared with Board members for review; it needs to be submitted by April 11, 2014.  Franklin Ruch questioned paving Troxells Hill Road.   Bruce shared that East Penn Township is planning to do their portion of Troxells Hill.  Possibly we can work out some agility agreement with them for supply of paver and operator.
