
MAHONING TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISOR’S MEETING

Monday, April 23, 2012


CALL TO ORDER:

John Wieczorek called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. at the Mahoning Township Building, 2685 Mahoning Drive East, Lehighton, PA 18235

Chairman Wieczorek recessed regular scheduled meeting at 6:01 PM. 

CDBG Public Hearing (2nd Hearing) 
The public hearing was called to order at 6:01 PM.  Judy Borger shared that the purpose of the public hearing is to provide the public with an opportunity to comment on the use of CDBG funds.  She stated for the record in accordance with CDBG guidelines; a public notice was placed in the local newspaper on April 12, 2012 and announcing the selected projects for 2012.  The current anticipated amount for Mahoning Township for the fiscal year 2012 is $67,427.00 in project costs and $14,800.00 in administrative costs; total grant $82,227.00  Selected project(s) will benefit low to moderate income persons.  The county will prepare application and it is due on or before May 25, 2012 as well as the county wide three year plan.  The project considered for fiscal year 2012 funding is to reconstruct and repave a portion of Westside Road.  The hearing was opened up for questions and comments. John Wieczorek questioned administration fees? Judy Borger advised that they are working with our engineer to see how far funding will project.  Bruce Steigerwalt questioned when will we receive new LMI maps? Judy Borger could not give a definite date. She suggested the township conduct a door to door study to determine whether or not a particular area of the township is and LMI area.  Beaver Street project would be an area of the township which could benefit from a door to door study. The public hearing was adjourned at 6:08 PM.
Chairman Wieczorek reconvened regular scheduled meeting at 6:08 PM

PUBLIC COMMENT: 
Richard Mertz, 168 Eberts Lane Lehighton shared that his neighbor Mr. Jones’s (property located on Eberts Lane and Springhouse Road) concreted the gutter line. As a result of this he is ruining his tires. Bruce Steigerwalt shared that perhaps the road crew could place some modify in the curb line.  Is there a permit for the concrete apron?  Township office staff will talk with Ron Reeser. 
Jerry Zelinski, 3120 Forest Street Lehighton submitted a zoning application for a two story garage within the township.  Looking for direction from the Board of Supervisors as to the building height of an accessory building and the point to measure from.  The SALDO provides building height to measure from the top of foundation wall to the highest point of the building.
