
MAHONING TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISOR’S MEETING

CALL TO ORDER:

John Wieczorek called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. at the Mahoning Township Building, 2685 Mahoning Drive East, Lehighton, PA 18235

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

MOTION

Todd Weaver made a motion to approve the minutes of the August 13, 2012 Board of Supervisors Meeting.  Seconded by Franklin Ruch. John Wieczorek, yes; Bruce Steigerwalt, yes; Linda Benner, yes; Franklin Ruch, yes and Todd Weaver, yes 5-0 vote. Motion carried. 
OLD BUSINESS:
Packerton Yards

Attorney Hughes present is requesting the Board to reconsider the sidewalks; in lieu of sidewalks offering walking trail. Commissioner Nothstein shared that he thought the Board was OK with county’s newest plan with a sidewalk from Rte. 209 to the bridge and a walkway through the rest of the park. Attorney Hughes advised that he was not aware of anywhere else in the township that sidewalks are required for an industrial park then presented for the record letter dated August 27, 2012 referencing commercial properties regarding sidewalks. 
MOTION

John Wieczorek made a motion to accept the waiver regarding Packerton Hollow Lane. SALDO 99-17A(1) and Table IV.  Seconded by Linda Benner.  John Wieczorek, no; Bruce Steigerwalt, no; Linda Benner, no; Franklin Ruch, no and Todd Weaver, no 0-5 vote. Motion fails

MOTION

Franklin Ruch made a motion to reject the waiver request for sidewalks along Business Park Drive. SALDO 99-17(A) (1), Table IV, and 99-13(C)(2). Seconded by John Wieczorek.  John Wieczorek, yes; Bruce Steigerwalt, yes; Linda Benner, yes; Franklin Ruch, yes and Todd Weaver, yes 5-0 vote. Motion carried.

MOTION

John Wieczorek made a motion to reject Packerton Yards Land Development for the following: 
1. Failure to obtain a PennDOT Highway Occupancy/Signal/Utility Permit for the intersection of Business Park Drive with Rt 209.  The application to PennDOT is still in review.  PennDOT’s Letter dated February 29, 2012 still contains 22 comments. SALDO 99-24 (B) (C) (D) (E) (F) and (G). 
2. Failure to obtain a PA DEP permit for the Conspan Bridge and affiliated grading. SALDO 99-24(B)(C)(D)(E)(F) and (G) and 99-10 (G)(2)(a). 
3. The Applicant is neither the “landowner” nor “developer” of the Kovatch Properties, LP or the properties of Joseph and Sheri Marks.  Substantial and important infrastructure related to the subdivision plan is located on these properties. SALDO 99-27(B)(2)(a)and (b)

4. The subdivision plan does not provide for the pedestrian trail adjacent to the river as requested by the township. SALDO 99-10(E)(2)
5. The subdivision plan does not provide for sidewalks along Business Park Drive. SALDO 99-17(A)(1) Table IV, and 99-13(C)(2)

6. An agreement has not been reached between the applicant and the township regarding the phasing of the project and issuance of building permits. It should be determined at what stage of infrastructure construction can a building permit be issued.  SALDO 99-27(B)(2)(e) and MPC 509(m), 53 P.S. 10509(m)

7. A covenant has not been included on the subdivision plan stating that vehicular access must be maintained to the Lehighton Water Authority property and to any residents on Business Park Drive.  SALDO 99-27(B)(2)(e)

8. Developers/improvements agreement with financial security has not been provided to the Township. SALDO 99-24(B)(C)(D)(E)(F) and (H), MPC 509(a), 53 P.S. 10509(a).
9. The covenants or conditions attached to the HOP permit are not replicated as a covenant on the plans to be recorded as requested by the Township.  SALDO 99- 27(B)(2)(e).

10. The remnants of the Marks/Kovatch parcels between Business Park Drive, S.R. 209 and Packerton Hollow Lane are not labeled “Not for development and/or separate conveyance” as requested by the Township.  SALDO 99-27 (B)(2)(e)

11. The Applicant did not provide the Township with detailed construction drawings with calculations for the Conspan Bridge mentioned in item No. 2 above signed and sealed by a professional engineer.  SALDO 99-10(F)(2)(g); 99-10(F)(8)(d) and 99-10(G)(2)(a).

12. The proposed reconstructed portion of Packerton Hollow Lane, T-422, requires a twenty foot pavement width and six foot wide shoulders on each side.  Applicant is only proposing an eighteen-foot pavement width with three foot shoulders on each side.  SALDO 99-17(A)(1) and Table IV
13.  Vacation and relocation of Packerton Hollow Lane, T-422 has not been accomplished.  SALDO 99-24(B)(C)(D)(E)(F)and (G); 99-13(C)(1) and (2)

Seconded by Todd Weaver.  John Wieczorek, yes; Bruce Steigerwalt, yes; Linda Benner, yes; Franklin Ruch, yes and Todd Weaver, yes 5-0 vote. Motion carried.
