Mark Ebbert, Mahoning Valley Volunteer Fire Company: Shared the fire co was awarded a FEMA grant in the amount of $237,620.  This award is like hitting the lottery. The fire co needs to replace the tanker.  Part of accepting grant is taking delivery within one year. Time frame 9-10 month build period. Questioned time frame of receiving specs and advertise for bidders to pick up specs.  Bidding period time frame from receiving bids to awarding bids.  Total cost of $325,000 to $400,000 total; looking for township to contribute from the Fire Fund to cover the difference.  Hoping to accept delivery by June 30, 2016.  Gambling monies can we make the application for the difference?
