NEW BUSIENSS:

Curbing and Sidewalk Construction Repair Ordinance 

Discussion took place with regards to sample curbing and sidewalk construction repair ordinance.  John Wieczorek questioned the fine.  Tom Nanovic said that it is the maximum.   Bruce gave everyone an estimate for Westside Road, CDBG Road Resurfacing Project.  Bruce Steigerwalt, Peter Eisenbrown and Ron Reeser went out and looked at the road again.  Due to drainage issues or misalignment the property owner should have to pay for curbing.  Question how is this ordinance going to address the situation of proper line and grade so we don’t have wedges; there’s 284 linear feet of concrete curb replacement included in the bid package.  Where we have curbing in the township we need a mechanism in place to prevent the township from paying for replacement.  Add the verbiage of misalignment at discretion of township engineer, construct to PENNDOT 408 latest standard or as prescribed by the township engineer.  Bring back to next agenda.
