MINUTES


June 4, 2014


CALL TO ORDER:
John Wieczorek called the meeting to order at 6:50 p.m. at the Mahoning Township Building, 2685 Mahoning Drive East, Lehighton, PA 18235

NEW BUSINESS:

Curbing Ordinance Sample
Discussion took place with regards to a curbing ordinance.  Points shared for installation of curb and sidewalk in the township where necessary.  Question of who should pay the homeowner or township for installation and maintenance. Should this be a replace and repair ordinance for existing curb and sidewalk?  Does this ordinance apply to everyone in the township equally?  Should the procedure be to enact an ordinance and then it would be a vote of the board with options depending on scope of project; take each case individually?  John Wieczorek asked Bruce Steigerwalt to prepare a sample for a starting point.  Bring back to the next agenda.

Road Committee

Red Dump Truck 

MOTION

Franklin Ruch made a motion to authorize repair of the red dump truck for replacement of body and cab work at a cost of approximately $8500.  Seconded by Kerry Verrastro.  Shawn Haggerty, yes; John Wieczorek, yes; Franklin Ruch, yes; Bruce Steigerwalt, no; Kerry Verrastro, yes 4-1 vote
Problem on Chapel Drive there is a person that has pavers right out to the blacktop, they are in the township right of way.  Tom Nanovic will write a letter and send it to township to sign.
Called DeAngelo Brothers no response, send a letter maybe they will respond in writing.  Would it pay to have a township employee do spraying?  Get a price from Arbor Chem.

Teamster Contract meeting on June 9, 2014.  They will give us their proposal ahead of time.  

Flagger Training at East Penn Township

MOTION

Bruce Steigerwalt made a motion to send all four employees of our road department to flagging training.  Seconded by Shawn Haggerty.  Shawn Haggerty, yes; John Wieczorek, yes; Franklin Ruch, yes; Bruce Steigerwalt, yes; Kerry Verrastro, yes 5-0 vote Motion carried
Troxell Road

Bruce talked with Ron Reeser and his estimate did not include or cover all of Troxell Road, estimate only covered 3200 feet.  Didn’t include hard hill up to the township line.  Bruce provided cost estimate to do the 3200 ft. with limited wearing course would be $47,693.75.  Then the rest wouldn’t get done this year.  Proposed paving to include 60 lb. scratch coat plus 1 1/2 wearing course and tack coat.  Additional cost of $29,076.00.  Entire road tact coat and leveling course total $101,654.00.  The township has $166,900 in state account.  We need to carry over monies for salt. Franklin Ruch shared the worst part 
of the road is from the dam down to Walmart. Work out an arrangement with East Penn to have them tack this section for us.  Have Ron get in touch with John Davis to approve the $76,769 and in addition get other roads approved like Ashtown to a limit up to $100,000, so we have it approved.    

The truck came in cheaper from Lowe and Moyer.
Road inspections on June 13, 2014
Police Committee

John Wieczorek shared that they had a meeting and discussed open shifts and limitations on over time, two officers on medical leave, interviewed two candidates for part time, we would recommend one of the two that we interviewed.  Officer chosen is fresh out of academy and would need all certifications to bring him on board.  Chief Mertz shared some work that was done that was complimentary.  Upon recommendation, stretch Corey Frey’s probation out another three months (extend from 6/24 to 9/24).
