MINUTES


November 4, 2015

CDBG PUBLIC HEARING

Public Hearing was held to receive input and comments by citizens for use of the 2015 CDBG funds for Mahoning Township.  In accordance with DCED guidelines a public notice was placed in local newspaper on October 13, 2015 announcing the selected projects for 2015.  The current anticipated amount for Mahoning Township for the fiscal year 2015 is $68,943 in project costs and $15,133 in administrative costs, with a total cost of $84.076. The project selected for FY2015 is street improvements to Center Road (Mahoning Street – Maple Drive).  A survey is being conducted in the project area to determine if the project will benefit low to moderate income people.  The CDBG application is due on or before December 11, 2015.  For funding year 2014 Mahoning Township is using $69,075 in CDBG funds to reconstruct Rex Road Bridge. This project will benefit approximately 980 people in the block group 2.  Over the next three years the township intends to use CDBG funds to reconstruct /repave streets in the Meadowcrest area.  Jennifer Hunsicker asked if there were any questions.  Bruce Steigerwalt asked if the Westside Road project will hold prices that were awarded by contract and that the county should send the contractor a letter questioning such.
