Concept of an age restrictive community, 143 homes.  Will require significant infrastructure of 780 ft. linear roadway, on lot private water and sewer systems. Concerns addressed of reduction of water supply and providing water table testing, flatten the knob at the intersection of 902 and Country Club Road and providing information of other communities that have done same to include cluster development.
